DEMO�STRATIO� 
 

            Steve Tracey demonstrated making stained glass panels. 
Steve noted that in furniture making, stained glass is usually 
applied horizontally as in a table top. Most stained glass is used 
vertically as in windows or wall hangings. Glass is relatively 
easy to work with when you have the right tools and the 
knowledge of how to handle the glass. Straight cuts be made 
with a glass cutting tool and a straight edge. Steve also has a 
strip cutter that is similar to a paper cutter. Large curved cuts 
can be made using the class cutting tool and a pair of special 
pliers called nippers.  
 
            Glass is sold by the square foot and by how difficult is to make. Red glass is more 
expensive. Glass prices range from $1.00 to more than $20.00/square foot.
